I Call to Order: President Phil Cupo called the meeting to order at 6:40pm
1. Guest Presentation: Mayor John Bacchione and Public Works Assistant Director Doug Fisher. Mayor
Bacchione, with occasional input by Mr. Fischer, discussed the rollout of robocans in the Berkeley Coalition
communities. Mr. Bacchione, having visited with all these Associations, stated that the response to
initiating the use of robocans was overwhelmingly favorable. He stated that the purpose of the rollout
was to reduce injuries to the sanitation work force, thereby reducing the cost to the Township of workers
compensation claims. Workers no longer needed for waste pickup will be reassigned to other positions
within the Sanitation Dept. The rollout is expected to take place toward the end of the first quarter of
2025 and will begin with distribution of two 65 gallon robocans, one for trash and one for recyclables.
Replacement cans holding 95 gallons will be made available on request if owners wish cans larger than 65
gallons. Robocans should be placed with wheels around a foot from the curb. Owners are asked to avoid
allowing wood scraps or branches to protrude from the tops of the cans as this can damage cameras on
the truck. Bulk pickup consisting of debris that does not fit in the cans will be picked up in response to
telephoned request from homeowners and will no longer be picked up along with regular trash or
recyclables. Workers will assist homeowners who are unable to manage their waste receptacles as long as
a yearly renewed note from the Doctor is sent to the Department. Electronics and hazardous waste must
be disposed of in Berkeley recycling center as usual. More information can be found on the website
(twp.berkeley.nj.us). Click on the link for Automated Trash/Recycling information. Or call the Sanitation
Department at 732-349-4616.

(27 tables). Bake Sales exceeded previous profits and the Flea Market committee did well with sales
from food & drinks.
c. The extended deadline for filing for the Anchor rebate was December 6™.
d. The next HOA meeting is scheduled for January 2, 2025. Guest speaker will be Christine Menegus,
APN from Advanced Radiology Solutions. She will discuss treatment of vascular issues such as:
varicose veins, Deep Vein Thrombosis (DVT), peripheral artery disease (PAD) and a new treatment for

knee pain.
V. Approval of Meeting Minutes: Motion to approve Minutes of the September 52024 Homeowner’s
meeting was made by Jim Clarke, seconded by Kathy Conte and approved unanimously.
VI. Approval of the Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Scott Stern reported that the budget is currently showing a

loss, but he expects the variances to even out over time. The Treasurer’s report was approved by Kathy,
seconded by Dave Fuhrman and approved unanimously.

VIL. New Business:
a. Administrative Report:

a. Real Estate: Mary reported 4 homes sold, 6 homes for sale and 2 active flippers.

b. Delinquent Accounts and Vacant Properties: 35 owners did not pay their third quarter dues which
totaled $3,150. Violation fees collected amounted to $0.00 and late fees to $350. There are
currently 8 homes with liens amounting to $38,604.66.

c. Administrative office has researched the cost of repaving the parking lot, which is the one of the
two most expensive items shown on the Reserve Study to need replacement in 2025. The office

has received a quote of $85,300 for the project, which is significantly lower than the $238,000
estimate shown on the study. An estimate to repair cracks, apply sealer & reline was

$18,978. The contractor advised that sealing does not increase the life but just the
appearance. He recommended deferring for at least another 2 years.
VIIL. Continuing Business:
a. Upcoming vote to approve the budget for next year: Scott reported that the new reserve study
performed in the fall showed that several common area items, some with significant price tags, are
due to be replaced over the next few years. The expense of these items could significantly deplete the

reserve account balances necessitating special assessments to maintain a sufficient balance in these
accounts to cover required as well as any unexpected repairs and replacements. Rather than
burdening homeowners with the additional expense of special assessments, the Board has decided to
request a $10 per quarter dues increase for the upcoming budget year.

Motions:

a. Architecural Committee: Motion to approve building a three season room at the rear of 4 Chutney
Street; installing a fence at 1131 Edgebrook Drive South; and adding rear slider and new landing at 44
Sutherland Ct. Motion to approve by Mary Conery, seconded by Debbie Moriarty and unanimously
approved.

b. Motion to approve adding the following rule to the governing documents: “The Board of Trustees is

responsible for the hiring and firing of employees of the Association. A committee consisting of at
least three Trustees will meet to discuss or interview for the position and make a recommendation to
the Board either at an agenda meeting or via email. In the case of hiring, a candidate will be invited to
the next agenda meeting to present themselves to the Board. The Board will then make a decision in
private session. If the person is to be hired, a motion will be made at the following HOA meeting.”
Motion to approve made by Kathy Conte, seconded by Mary Conery and unanimously approved.

c. Electrical repair: Motion to approve repair or replacement of clubhouse lighting for an amount not
to exceed $1,500, funded by the Reserve Account approved by Mary Conery, seconded by Kathy Conte
and unanimously approved.

Section Reports: Sections 2, 4, 5, 6, 7, 11 and 12 reported no issues. Section 10 reported a small RV
parked in the driveway which was subsequently removed and a home in which caregivers continue to
reside after the owner has been placed in a nursing home which is a violation. The situation will be
addressed.

Committee Reports:

A. Beautification: Debbie stated that the committee will reconvene in the spring.

B. Exercise: Donna reported that exercise continues to be held on Monday, Wednesday and Friday from
9:30 to 10:30. Everyone is welcome including gentlemen.

C. House Committee: Debbie stated no issues to report.

D. Pins and Needles: Meets every Tuesday from 1pm to 3pm in the library. Cookie announced again
that the committee is conducting a Children’s Book Drive for the new Children’s Hospital on Route 37.
The drive will be held in the first few weeks of December and a bin has been set up in the Clubhouse
for age-appropriate books for children ages 1 through 12. New books only. Books donated will be
brought to the hospital on December 20,

E. Sunshine Committee: Elva reported that 5 Echos were mailed to former residents, one of whom paid
for postage, 3 get well cards and 1 sympathy card. She thanked homeowners who call to let her know
a card will be well received.

F. Trees: Mary reported that someone is needed to manage the trees. She asked that residents try to
limit their requests to trees that are dangerous, diseased or dead until someone comes forward.

Comments from the Membership: A resident asked about one of the CD’s on the financial report and

whether a Certified Public Accountant was on the Finance Committee. He was advised that the amount

he questioned was a refinanced Certificate of Deposit and that the Finance Committee consists of Board
members and homeowners who wish to participate. He was told that the Association engages the
services of a CPA as needed. He inquired why committee income and expenses are not shown on the
budget, the response to which was that Committee income and expenses are separate from operating

income and expenses and therefore are not shown in the monthly report. He was advised to send a

written request to the Board to meet concerning how Committee income and expenses are handled.

Another owner stated that there was an increase in the budget last year and wanted to know why another

increase is needed. She was advised that the reserve accounts need to be refinanced when expensive

repairs and replacements deplete available funds to avoid special assessments. Another owner

complained about unsightliness around one of the homes in her area. She was advised to submit a

complaint form since nothing can be done about it without one.

Next Meetings: Next agenda meeting will be held on Thursday, December 19'" at 10:00 AM; The next

HOA meeting is scheduled for January 2, 2025 at 6:30PM.

Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned at 7:50 by Phil Cupo.

Frequently Asked Questions

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF MOVING TO AUTOMATED TRASH COLLECTION?

Automation is a faster and a more efficient way to colfect residential solid waste. Additionally, other towns that have
moved to automated collection have reported an increase in recycling rates and an overall reduction in the amount
of trash collected. The hinged lids help to keep rainwater out of the cans, reduce frash weight, and are animal-proof
as well. In addition to anticipated time and cost savings, the program will help keep our neighborhoods neat and
clean, improve safefy on residential streets, and provide safer working conditions for trash collectors. Cans are
durable and easy to maneuver.

WILL CURRENT EMPLOYEES LOSE THEIR JOBS?
WNO! This plan is not in place fo lay off any public works employees.

IS THERE A COST FOR THE NEW CANS?
Your first trash and recycling cans are free. There will be a cost to purchase any additional cans.

WHAT ARE THE SIZES OF THE NEW CANS?

Berkeley Township is offering one (1) sixly-five (65) gallon trash and one (1) sixty-five (65)-galion recycling can.
Residents may request a ninefy-five (95) gallon can in advance. Please note a sixty-five (65) gallon can holds 4-5
tall kitchen trash bags and a ninely-five (95) gallon can hold 7-8 tall kitchen trash bags.

CAN | ORDER ADDITIONAL CANS?
For an additional cost you may purchase up to one (1) more trash and or recycling can.

WHEN WILL WE RECEIVE OUR NEW CANS?

Cans will be delivered fo every home within Holiday City sometime after the new year. Appointments are not
necessary, and you do not need to be home fo receive your new trash can. If you fravel during the winter, you may
call the public works office at 732-349-4616 and put your trash can delivery on hold.

WHEN WILL THE AUTOMATED COLLECTION BEGIN?
You may start using your new can once it's delivered fo you.

WHAT DO THE NEW CANS LOOK LIKE?

Berkeley Township has selected Burgundy, 65-gallon trash cans and Blue 65-gallon recycling cans. These cans will
help to keep our residential streets neat and clean. All frash cans will have the Township logo on the side and will be
linked to your address via a serial number embedded in the plastic.

CAN | USE THE CAN | ALREADY HAVE?
No. Only those cans provided by the Township will be collected. Cans other than those provided by the township will
not be collected.

WHAT DO | DO WITH MY CAN IF | MOVE?
Trash/Recycling Cans are issued and owned by the Township and must remain af the property address fo which
they are assigned.

THE NEW CANS LOOK BIG. ARE THEY EASY TO WHEEL TO AND FROM THE CURB?
New Trash & Recycling cans are designed for weight distribution and safety. They are easy to maneuver emply and
full. Most importantly they are senior friendly and roll easily on all types of terrain.

WHAT DO | DO WITH MY OLD TRASH CAN?
You may leave your old can at the curb, and it wilf be disposed of for you by the Department of Public Works.
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ARE THE NEW CANS ANIMAL PROOF?

The new cans are the most animal proof available. If you store your can outside and encounter a problem with
animals, you can use a bungee cord to secure the lid to the lift bar, but please remember to remove the bungee cord
on your collection day or your can will not be empfied.

WILL MY COLLECTION DAY REMAIN THE SAME?
Yes. Your trash will continue to be collected weekly, and on the same collection day. Trash & Recycling cans are to
be placed at the curb no earfier than the evening prior and no later than 6 am of your collection day.

WHAT IF MY CAN GETS DAMAGED?
Contact the Department of Public Works at (732) 349-4616 fo report a damaged can.

WHAT SHOULD | DO WITH OVERFLOW TRASH THAT DOES NOT FIT INTO MY CAN?

Your new trash can accommodate as much volume as 2 to 3 standard-sized trash cans. We expect these cans to
be sufficient for your household needs. If vou have a one-time overflow of frash, please hold it unfil your next regular
collection day or drop it off at the Ocean County Landfill. If you continue to have an overflow of trash or recycling, a
second can should be purchased.

WILL | STILL RECEIVE BULK COLLECTION
Bulk Collection will be scheduled on an as needed basis. If you have items to put out for bulk, you may call the
public works office at 732-349-4616 and schedule your bulk pick up.

HOW DO | PREPARE MY TRASH CAN FOR WEEKLY SET-OUT?

All trash must be bagged before being placed in the can. The lid to the can must close tightly. Your cans should be
free of any obstacle such as mailboxes, telephone poles, vehicles, and any overhead obsfructions. The can's handle
and wheels are to face the house. The lids opening is to face the streef. No material is to be sticking out of the can.
Trash and recycling cans are to be placed at the curb approximately three (3) feet apart from each other, and at
least four (4) feet from any other obstacle.

WHAT IF | AM DISABLED?

Our disabled residents must provide a prescription provided by your doctor stating you are disabled and cannot walk
your trash and recycling cans to the curb. Once we receive this prescription a team member from public works will
bring your can to the curb to be emptied. Prescriptions must be renewed yearly and received by January 31,
Extensions may be granted by calling the public works office.

WHAT HAPPENS IF MY COLLECTION DAY FALLS ON A HOLIDAY?

If your trash/recycling collection falls on a Holiday it will be defayed one (1) day. If your trash is not picked up, please
leave it at the curb for the next day until the department catches up. The departments’ goal is to be back on track
within 24-48 hours of the holiday

ARE THERE ANY ITEMS NOT PERMITTED FOR TRASH COLLECTION?

Recyclables

Yard Waste such as leaves, grass clippings, and brush.

Hot ash from fireplace or fire pits

Any other hazardous, flammable, combustible materials: such as oil-based paints, solvents, asbeslos, or
commercial medical waste.

PLEASE NOTE: All reports/complaints to the
Township are anonymous and will not be
traced back to you.

ALSO, IMPORTANT TO NOTE: Do Not call
911 unless there is a ‘real’ emergency.

» Speeding on our roads - YOU CAN complain to
the Chief of Police, Kevin Santucci @ 732-341-
1132, a non-emergency number. A license plate
number would be helpful.

* Unregistered/uninsured cars - YOU CAN
contact the police and/or code enforcer @ 732-
244-7400 x1237 who can ask the resident for
their auto registration and proof of insurance,
tickets can be issued.

» Load Mufflers/Noise — YOU CAN call Berkeley
Township Police Officers who can check cars for
illegal mufflers and excessive idling. It is very
helpful to provide the location and time of day
these incidents occur. This will further help the
investigation.

» Parking opposite traffic — is illegal, YOU CAN
call the BTPD to report @ 732-341-1132.

¢ Feeding the Deer -YOU CAN call Animal
Control @ 732-797-1413, a summons and fine
may be issued — a photo would back up your
complaint.

SRPE lllegal Home Rentals

The Board has been informed repeatedly that
some homeowners are renting their homes without
notifying the Association — perhaps to avoid the
$300 fee, skirt age restrictions, or perhaps just
plain ignorance.

This is a violation of our Covenants & Restrictions,
which state that the Association must be notified
before renting; the Tenant must be age 55 or older;
and a home cannot be rented unless you have
lived in it for one year as a primary residence.

It is also a violation of Berkeley Township
ordinances requiring the owner/landlord to
register with the Township, provide an age-
approval letter from the Association, and pay a
Certificate of Occupancy inspection fee, total
amount of $95 (2 separate checks made out to
Berkeley Township: one for $55 and the other for
$40).

Fees from house rentals help keep our dues from
increasing and help keep your taxes down.

Most homeowners/landlords follow our C&R and
Berkeley Township laws, but there are some who
do not.

If you see someone moving into a house in our
community, please call the office so we can verify
that they have complied with these restrictions. The
caller's name is always kept confidential.

PLEASE REPORT ANY CHANGES IN
YOUR HOUSEHOLD
To keep information on our community

current, please notify the Office if there
are any changes in your household.

This is necessary for statistical / HOPA
purposes.

Typical changes would include:

o A new or additional phone number

o A homeowner has deceased or moved
from the residence

o A change in occupancy, such as
someone moving into or out of the
residence

o Deed changes

ATTENTION Delinquent Homeowners
To bring severely delinquent accounts up to date,
and upon the advice of the SRPE Attorney, please
note the following:

If vou are in arrears 1 year or more in your dues
payments, you must call the Administrative
Secretary to make arrangements to bring your
account up to date.

Failure to do so will result in a lien being placed
on your property. Court costs and attorney fees
will be added to the amount in arrears.
Ultimately you may face foreclosure
proceedings on your home.

As of November 30 a total of $43,329.66
are due. Out of that total, 28 residents are in
arrears (unpaid dues) totaling $4,725.00 and
